Through these 40 days, we will press into God's presence, praying for a powerful outpouring of the Holy Spirit across our Diocese of Liwolo. We seek a revival that will transform our lives and ripple into our families, our communities, and the entire nation of South Sudan.
Our theme for this sacred journey is “Revive Us, O Lord,” drawn from Psalm 85:6, which says, “Will You not revive us again, that Your people may rejoice in You?” This verse captures our heartfelt plea for God to move mightily among us, bringing lasting joy, healing, and renewal. We long for a revival that not only touches hearts but transforms lives, uniting us as a people called to rejoice in His presence.
Let each prayer uttered, each day fasted, and each heartbroken before the Lord be our gift to Him—a sign of our trust, our surrender, and our yearning for His will to be done on earth as it is in heaven. Together, let us beseech the Lord to breathe His life-giving Spirit over us, exploding faith, hope, and love that endure.
As we embark on this journey, may we do so with steadfast hearts, knowing that revival is birthed not only in moments of prayer but also in the resolve to live as God’s vessels of peace, love, and truth. May we be bold as lions, swift as eagles, and fervent in our dedication to see His kingdom come and His will be done in Liwolo, and beyond.
Let us begin this journey of 40 days with hope and faith, trusting in the Lord who hears and answers. Together, we will see God move mightily among us, and in our land
Bishop’s prayer of dedication for 40 days seeks a fresh and massive outpouring of revival for our land.
Heavenly Father, Mighty God,
We stand in awe of Your power, holiness, and boundless mercy. We lift up these 40 days of prayer, consecrating them to You alone, with hearts full of reverence and an unyielding desire for a fresh and massive outpouring of Your Spirit upon our land. As we come together in unity, we ask You, Lord, to release the fire of revival that will pierce every heart, heal every wound, and awaken every soul to the truth of Your love and grace.
Lord, we invite Your Holy Spirit to sweep through every home, village, and gathering place. We are not content with mere ritual or tradition; we hunger for the living presence of Jesus Christ to transform our communities and bring lasting renewal. Father, in Your mercy, let this outpouring be unlike anything we have seen before—a revival that stirs the lost, ignites the lukewarm, and calls the prodigals home.
We pray for every person who will join these days of prayer, that their hearts will be set ablaze with passion for You. Give them a boldness that is unshakable, an unwavering faith, and a love that overflows. Raise up prayer warriors, intercessors, and worshippers who will stand in the gap, crying out for transformation and deliverance in every corner of our land. May their voices reach heaven, drawing down Your power and glory.
Father, we ask that this movement draw the multitudes—the young and the old, the broken and the healed, the lost and the found—until our churches, streets, and fields are filled with those who are thirsty for You. Let this revival not be contained; let it spread like wildfire, reaching places we never imagined, bringing life where there was death, and hope where there was despair.
Let signs, wonders, and miracles confirm Your Word and give witness to Your greatness. Open the eyes of the spiritually blind and soften the hearts of the hardened. Lord, we declare that in this season, chains will be broken, strongholds will crumble, and Your Kingdom will advance mightily.
In the name of Jesus, we commit these 40 days to You. We commit ourselves, our land, and our people. Have Your way, Lord, and let Your glory be known. Amen
40 Days of Prayer for Revival Guidelines
1. Purpose & Vision
The purpose of these 40 days is to pursue a deeper spiritual revival within ourselves, our Diocese, and our communities. We are dedicating this time to come before God in repentance, seek renewal, and request a fresh outpouring of the Holy Spirit. Our desire is for the Spirit to guide, unify, and empower us for His work in Liwolo and beyond.


2. Daily Themes of Prayer
Each week will have a central theme, with daily prayer focuses that align with that week’s theme. These include:
Week 1: 	Personal Revival 
Focus on seeking personal repentance, renewal, and a 	deeper relationship with God.
Week 2: 	Family and Relationships  
Pray for healing, unity, and love within families and relationships.
Week 3: 	Church Renewal 
Focus on the spiritual growth, unity, and strength of the church community
Week 4: 	Community Healing and Transformation  
Pray for peace, reconciliation, and an end to conflicts within the community.
Week 5: 	National Revival  
Intercede for the healing and restoration of South Sudan.
Week 6: 	Empowered Witness  
Pray for courage and effectiveness in spreading the Gospel and living as witnesses of Christ.
Every day, concentrate on a specific area related to the theme. Scripture readings and reflection prompts can be provided to guide participants.
3. Prayer Schedule
Encourage everyone to dedicate specific times for prayer each day, ideally:
· Morning: Start the day in prayer, offering the day to God.
· Midday: A short prayer or reflection, keeping the day’s focus alive.
· Evening: Reflect and thank God for the day’s blessings, seeking His continued presence.
4. Weekly Gatherings
Hold a weekly gathering for communal worship, prayer, and teaching. These meetings can:
· Reflect on the week’s theme,
· Include testimonies and encouragement from members,
· Allow time for collective prayer, worship, and intercession.
5. Fasting
Participants are encouraged to choose a form of fasting to accompany their prayer:
· Full fast (for those who can): Abstain from food for a day or during certain hours.
· Partial fast: Limit certain types of food or meals.
· Non-food fast: Give up a daily comfort or distraction (e.g., social media).
Please ensure that you emphasize this. The spiritual purpose of fasting is to encourage participants to spend time in prayer and Scripture instead of eating or engaging in distractions.
6. Scripture & Devotionals
Provide a daily Scripture reading and a short devotional focused on revival. This will keep everyone aligned in purpose and allow personal reflection. Each reading align with the theme of the day. This can be shared in booklets, via email, or social media.
7. Accountability Partners
Encourage participants to pair up with an accountability partner. These partners can:
· Check in daily or weekly to encourage and pray for each other,
· Share insights and challenges,
· Offer support during fasting or when facing discouragement.
8. Journaling
Encourage everyone to keep a prayer journal, noting:
· Reflections from each day’s prayer,
· Personal revelations, insights, or messages from God,
· Answers to prayer or moments of encouragement.
Keeping a journal can capture God's faithfulness during the 40 days, serving as a testament to His guidance and support.
9. Testimonies and Sharing
During the weekly gatherings, encourage testimonies of God’s work through the prayer and fasting period. This can:
· Inspire faith and encourage others,
· Build a sense of community,
· Remind everyone of God’s active presence in their lives.

10. Concluding Celebration & Commitment
On the final day, hold a celebration service to thank God for the 40 days of prayer. This service can include:
· Worship and thanksgiving,
· Testimonies of what God has done,
· Renewed commitment to live as a revived and united church.
After the 40 days of intensive prayers for revival, encourage everyone to remain dedicated to prayer, and the word of God and to exemplify the transformation they’ve experienced.
Prayer for Revival and Renewal
Gracious and Almighty God,
We come before You with humbled hearts, seeking Your face and asking for a great revival and renewal in the land of Liwolo and across South Sudan. Lord, You see the struggles, the pain, and the wounds that this land has endured, and we call upon You, the Healer and Restorer, to breathe new life and hope into every heart, every home, and every community.
Father, pour out Your Spirit over Liwolo and South Sudan. Let Your presence be known in every corner of these lands, igniting a fire of revival that cannot be quenched. Awaken Your people, Lord, from despair, from division, from complacency, and bring them into a season of renewed faith, unity, and strength. Let the name of Jesus be lifted high, and may every knee bow and every tongue confess that He alone is Lord.
We pray for the hearts of the people, Lord. Awaken them to Your love, to Your peace, and to the purpose You have for each of their lives. Turn their hearts back to You, away from bitterness, fear, and hopelessness, and fill them with joy, courage, and a renewed desire to know You and make You known. May there be a mighty outpouring of repentance and forgiveness, of reconciliation and healing, and of peace that surpasses all understanding.
For the leaders of Liwolo and South Sudan, we ask for divine wisdom and guidance. Strengthen them with a spirit of integrity, compassion, and courage as they serve their people. Let them be champions of justice, peacemakers, compassion, and advocates for the poor and oppressed. Surround them with wise counsel, and empower them to make decisions that bring about true transformation and lasting peace.
Lord, we ask for renewal in every area of life in Liwolo and South Sudan. Restore the land itself—let it yield crops and abundance, that no one would go hungry. Rebuild infrastructure, provide resources for education, healthcare, and community growth, and let the people see signs of new beginnings and hope. May schools, hospitals, and community centers become places where Your love, care, and justice shine brightly.
Father, bring unity where there has been division, forgiveness where there has been offense, and faith where there has been doubt. Heal the scars of war and exile, and restore broken relationships. Let Your peace reign over this land, and may the people of Liwolo and South Sudan be known as a people of hope, joy, and resilience.
We believe, Lord, that You can do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine. So, in faith, we stand on Your promises and declare that You are bringing revival and renewal to Liwolo and South Sudan. May Your Kingdom come and Your will be done here, as it is in Heaven.
In the powerful name of Jesus, we pray, Amen.



40 Days of Prayer for Revival: Devotionals and Prayers
Week 1: Seeking God’s Presence
Day 1: Draw Near to God
Scripture: James 4:8
Reflection: God invites us into a closer relationship with Him, promising that if we draw near, He will meet us where we are. As we start this journey, consider areas where God might be calling you to come closer and remove any barriers to intimacy with Him.
Prayer: Lord, as we begin this journey of revival, we seek Your face earnestly. Draw us closer to You, revealing anything in our hearts that needs cleansing. May our hearts be fully surrendered to You.
Action Step: Spend 10 minutes in silence before God, inviting Him to search your heart and reveal any distractions or obstacles that keep you from closeness with Him.
Day 2: Desire for God’s Presence
Scripture: Psalm 42:1-2
Reflection: Just as a deer longs for water, our souls find true satisfaction only in God. Ask God to ignite a deeper longing within you for His presence, not just during this time of devotion but as a continual pursuit.
Prayer: Father, awaken a thirst for You in our hearts. May we seek You more than anything this world offers, knowing that only You can quench the longings of our souls.
Action Step: Journal your thoughts on what it means to desire God’s presence. Write down any ways in which you feel distant from Him, and pray over each one.
Day 3: Confessing Our Sins
Scripture: 1 John 1:9
Reflection: Confession opens the door for God’s cleansing power. When we acknowledge our sins, we invite God’s forgiveness and restoration. Today, let’s humbly bring our shortcomings before Him.
Prayer: Lord, we confess our sins and seek Your forgiveness. Wash us clean and renew our spirits. Help us to turn away from anything that draws us away from You.
Action Step: Take a moment to identify any specific sins you need to confess. Write them down privately, pray for forgiveness, and destroy the paper as a symbol of God’s cleansing.
Day 4: Repentance and Renewal
Scripture: Joel 2:13
Reflection: True repentance involves a heart change, not just outward actions. God wants us to return to Him with all our hearts. As we repent, we experience His mercy and a renewed relationship with Him.
Prayer: Heavenly Father, lead us into true repentance. Soften our hearts, and restore us as we turn back to You. May we find joy in Your mercy.
Action Step: Reflect on areas where you may need renewal. Write down ways you can intentionally draw closer to God daily, and commit to one of those actions this week.
Day 5: Asking for a New Heart
Scripture: Ezekiel 36:26
Reflection: God promises to replace our hardened hearts with new ones that respond to Him. Ask Him to renew your heart today, making you receptive to His voice and desires.
Prayer: Lord, we ask for new hearts that are tender and open to Your leading. Remove any hardness and fill us with Your love and compassion.
Action Step: Spend a few minutes in prayer, asking God to show you where you need a heart change. Reflect on how this could impact your life and relationships.
Day 6: Seeking God’s Holiness
Scripture: 1 Peter 1:15-16
Reflection: Holiness is about reflecting God’s character. Ask God to help you live a life that honors Him and aligns with His holiness.
Prayer: Father, guide us in holiness. Help us to live in a way that reflects Your purity and sets us apart as Your people.
Action Step: Identify one habit or thought pattern that needs to change to better reflect God’s holiness, and commit to surrendering it to Him.
Day 7: Desiring God Above All Else
Scripture: Psalm 73:25-26
Reflection: True revival comes when our hearts desire God above all else. Reflect on what it means to find your ultimate satisfaction in Him.
Prayer: Lord, we seek You alone. May You be our strength and portion forever. Satisfy us with Your presence and keep our eyes fixed on You.
Action Step: Pray and ask God to reveal anything you may be placing above Him. Write down ways to shift your focus back to Him.

Week 2: Humility and Dependence on God
Day 8: Walking Humbly with God
Scripture: Micah 6:8
Reflection: Humility is essential for revival. Reflect on what it means to walk humbly with God and live a life that honors Him.
Prayer: Lord, teach us humility. Help us to walk with You daily, acknowledging our dependence on Your strength and wisdom.
Action Step: Write down three ways you can show humility in your actions and relationships this week.
Day 9: Acknowledging God’s Sovereignty
Scripture: Proverbs 3:5-6
Reflection: Revival requires us to completely trust in God's plan. When we acknowledge His sovereignty, we surrender our will and place our trust in His timing.
Prayer: Father, we surrender our plans to You. Lead us, and help us to trust in Your timing and wisdom.
Action Step: Reflect on an area where you struggle to trust God. Pray and ask Him to give you the courage to surrender it to Him.
Day 10: Asking for Bold Faith
Scripture: Hebrews 11:6
Reflection: Bold faith is essential for revival. Today, ask God to deepen your faith so that you can approach Him boldly and trust in His promises.
Prayer: Lord, increase our faith, that we may seek You boldly and trust You completely.
Action Step: Write down a faith goal—something you believe God is calling you to step into that requires trust in Him.
Day 11: Trusting God’s Timing
Scripture: Ecclesiastes 3:1
Reflection: Everything has a season. God’s timing is often different from ours, yet His plans are always best. As we seek revival, we must trust that He will bring it at the perfect moment. Today, reflect on any impatience or frustration you may feel, and ask God to help you rest in His timing.
Prayer: Father, teach us patience. Help us to trust that You are working all things for our good, even when we can’t see it. We surrender our desire for control and choose to rest in Your timing.
Action Step: Write a prayer of surrender, releasing your timelines and expectations to God. Pray over this and commit to trusting Him in each area.
Day 12: Surrendering Our Will
Scripture: Matthew 26:39
Reflection: In the Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus surrendered His will to the Father’s. True revival often means laying down our desires and choosing God’s way over our own. Today, reflect on areas where you may need to say, “Not my will, but Yours be done.”
Prayer: Lord, we surrender our will to Yours. Help us to follow Your path, even when it’s difficult, trusting that You know what’s best for us.
Action Step: Identify one area where you’ve been resisting God’s will. Pray for strength to surrender it fully, and take one small step of obedience in that area today.
Day 13: Dependence on God’s Strength
Scripture: Isaiah 40:31
Reflection: Revival requires strength beyond our own. As we wait on God, He renews us and enables us to accomplish what we could never do alone. Ask God to strengthen you as you continue this journey.
Prayer: Father, renew our strength as we depend on You. Help us to soar on wings like eagles, relying on Your power rather than our own.
Action Step: Identify any areas where you are feeling weary or weak. Spend time in quiet prayer, asking God to renew your strength for the tasks ahead.
Day 14: Commitment to Obedience
Scripture: John 14:15
Reflection: Obedience is an expression of love for God. When we obey, we align ourselves with His purposes and invite His presence. Today, consider how you can show your love for God through obedience in both big and small areas of your life.
Prayer: Lord, we commit to obeying Your commandments. Teach us to love You not just with our words but with our actions. May our lives reflect a heart surrendered to You.
Action Step: Choose one commandment or biblical teaching to focus on today, and commit to obeying it wholeheartedly. Reflect on how it strengthens your relationship with God.
Day 15: A Heart for Worship
Scripture: John 4:24
Reflection: Worship goes beyond songs; it’s about honoring God with our whole lives. True revival springs from a heart that worships God in spirit and truth. Reflect on what it means to live a life of worship and how you can honor God in every area of your life.
Prayer: Lord, help us to worship You in spirit and truth. May our hearts be fully devoted to You, and may our lives bring You glory.
Action Step: Spend extra time in worship today, either in song, prayer, or simply thanking God for who He is. Let your worship come from a sincere and grateful heart.
Day 16: Renewing Our First Love
Scripture: Revelation 2:4-5
Reflection: It’s easy to let the fire of our love for God grow dim over time. Revival begins when we return to our first love, passionately pursuing God as we did at the start. Today, reflect on that first season of your faith and ask God to rekindle that love.
Prayer: Father, restore our passion for You. Let us return to our first love, seeking You with the same excitement and devotion we once had.
Action Step: Reflect on moments when your faith felt alive and vibrant. Ask God to renew that love, and take one step toward rekindling it, such as reconnecting with a faith-based community or diving into a study of the Word.
Day 17: A Hunger for God’s Word
Scripture: Matthew 4:4
Reflection: God’s Word is our daily bread, and revival flourishes when we deeply desire it. Just as we rely on food to live, we need the Word to sustain our spirits. Pray today for a renewed hunger for God’s Word.
Prayer: Lord, give us a deep hunger for Your Word. Let it nourish our spirits and strengthen our faith, so that we may live by Your truth.
Action Step: Choose a chapter or book of the Bible to study in the coming days. Begin today by reading a few verses, reflecting on their meaning, and asking God to speak to you through them.
Day 18: Faithfulness in Prayer
Scripture: Colossians 4:2
Reflection: Faithfulness in prayer is key to revival. Through prayer, we build a connection with God, inviting His presence and power. Reflect on how consistent prayer impacts your spiritual life and draws you closer to God.
Prayer: Father, help us to be devoted to prayer, staying watchful and thankful. Let us seek You persistently, knowing that You hear us.
Action Step: Set aside a specific time each day for prayer over the next week, even if it’s just five minutes. Ask God to help you develop a rhythm of consistent prayer.
Day 19: Seeking a Pure Heart
Scripture: Matthew 5:8
Reflection: A pure heart enables us to see God. As we seek revival, ask Him to purify your motives, attitudes, and actions. When our hearts are pure, we experience a clearer connection with Him.
Prayer: Lord, purify our hearts so that we may see You. Remove any impure thoughts or motives, and help us to live in a way that honors You.
Action Step: Reflect on any grudges, envy, or impure thoughts you may be holding. Ask God to cleanse your heart, and pray for the grace to release these burdens to Him.
Day 20: Growing in Grace
Scripture: 2 Peter 3:18
Reflection: Revival is a journey of growing in grace, of becoming more like Christ each day. Reflect on areas where God’s grace has helped you grow, and ask Him to continue transforming you.
Prayer: Father, help us to grow in the grace and knowledge of Jesus Christ. May we become more like Him in all we do.
Action Step: Write down a few ways God’s grace has changed you over time. Thank Him for His patience and commit to letting His grace shape you even more.

Week 3: Personal Renewal and Growth
Day 21: Humble Dependence on God
Scripture: James 4:10
Reflection: Humility opens the door for God’s grace and power to work in our lives. Today, ask God to help you live humbly, relying on Him in all areas of your life.
Prayer: Lord, we humble ourselves before You, acknowledging our need for Your wisdom, strength, and guidance. Lift us in Your timing, and let our lives reflect Your grace.
Action Step: Identify one area where you’ve been relying on your strength. Surrender it to God in prayer, asking Him to take control.
Day 22: A Heart for Servant-hood
Scripture: Matthew 20:28
Reflection: Jesus modeled servant-hood, putting others before Himself. True revival includes a heart willing to serve. Ask God to show you how you can serve those around you with a Christ-like love.
Prayer: Father, give us a servant’s heart. May we follow Jesus’ example, looking for ways to bless and serve others in Your name.
Action Step: Seek a specific way to serve someone today—perhaps by listening, helping with a need, or simply offering encouragement.
Day 23: Seeking God’s Righteousness
Scripture: Matthew 6:33
Reflection: When we pursue God’s righteousness above all else, everything else falls into place. Today, consider how you can seek God’s kingdom and righteousness in every area of life.
Prayer: Lord, may we seek Your kingdom first, trusting that You will provide for all our needs. Let our hearts pursue Your righteousness wholeheartedly.
Action Step: Examine your priorities. Write down one area where you can seek God’s kingdom more intentionally.
Day 24: Listening to God’s Voice
Scripture: John 10:27
Reflection: In revival, we need to tune our hearts to hear God’s voice clearly. Jesus says His sheep know His voice—spend time today quietly listening to what He might be saying to you.
Prayer: Father, help us to hear Your voice. Let our ears be attentive, and may we recognize Your guidance as You lead us.
Action Step: Set aside 10 minutes in silence to listen for God’s voice. Write down anything you sense He’s speaking to you.
Day 25: Growing in Love
Scripture: 1 John 4:7
Reflection: Revival flows from hearts filled with love. Ask God to help you grow in love for Him, for your community, and for others, even those who are difficult to love.
Prayer: Lord, fill us with Your love so that we may love others as You love us. May we be vessels of Your love, drawing people closer to You.
Action Step: Reach out to someone today with an intentional act of love—through words, service, or encouragement.
Day 26: Renewed Hope in Christ
Scripture: Romans 15:13
Reflection: Christ is the source of our hope. In a world full of uncertainty, revival comes when we find our hope and peace in Him. Reflect on how hope in Christ sustains you and ask God to renew that hope daily.
Prayer: Father, fill us with Your hope and peace. Let us trust in You fully, knowing that our hope is secure in Christ.
Action Step: Write down any anxieties or fears. Pray over each one, asking God to replace them with His peace.
Day 27: Renewed Joy in the Lord
Scripture: Psalm 16:11
Reflection: Revival ignites joy in God’s presence. When we walk closely with Him, we experience joy that transcends circumstances. Reflect on God’s goodness and let His joy fill your heart today.
Prayer: Lord, fill us with Your joy. May our hearts overflow with gladness as we walk in Your presence and experience Your goodness.
Action Step: Spend time today thanking God for His blessings, focusing on reasons to rejoice in Him.

Week 4: Intercession for Community Revival
Day 28: Praying for Unity
Scripture: John 17:21
Reflection: Jesus prayed for unity among believers. Revival is strongest when we stand together in Christ. Pray today for unity within your community, church, and family.
Prayer: Lord, unite us as one body, that we may be strong in our witness for You. Break down divisions, and let us experience Your love as one family in Christ.
Action Step: Reach out to someone in your church or community and express appreciation or encouragement. Strengthen unity through small acts of connection.
Day 29: Interceding for Families
Scripture: Joshua 24:15
Reflection: Strong families are essential for community revival. Pray for families in your community today, asking God to strengthen and protect them.
Prayer: Father, we lift every family to You. Strengthen homes and relationships, so that they may be places of faith, love, and peace.
Action Step: Pray for specific families, asking God to meet their needs and draw them closer to Him.
Day 30: Praying for the Youth
Scripture: 1 Timothy 4:12
Reflection: The youth are the future of revival. Pray for God’s guidance, strength, and purpose to be clear in their lives.
Prayer: Lord, raise a generation that is bold in faith, full of passion for You, and determined to live out Your calling. Empower the youth to lead with godly influence.
Action Step: Encourage a young person today—send a message, offer a prayer, or simply let them know they are valued.
Day 31: Revival in the Workplace
Scripture: Colossians 3:23
Reflection: Revival can extend into every area, including our workplaces. Pray that God’s presence would be felt in your workplace and that hearts would turn toward Him.
Prayer: Lord, let our work be a place where Your light shines. Use us as instruments of peace, kindness, and excellence, drawing others to You.
Action Step: Look for an opportunity to show kindness, patience, or encouragement to a colleague.
Day 32: Praying for the Church
Scripture: Ephesians 3:20-21
Reflection: The Church is central to revival. Pray that God’s power and glory would be evident in the Church, and that it would be a beacon of hope for the world.
Prayer: Father, pour out Your Spirit on Your Church. May we be filled with Your love, boldness, and wisdom to carry out Your mission.
Action Step: Pray for the leaders, staff, and ministries of your church, asking God to bless and empower them.

Week 5: Revival on a National and Global Level
Day 33: Praying for Local Leaders
Scripture: 1 Timothy 2:1-2
Reflection: Local leaders have the power to bring positive change. Pray for wisdom, integrity, and strength for leaders in your community and nation.
Prayer: Lord, guide our leaders in truth and righteousness. May they seek justice, mercy, and peace in all their actions.

Day 34: Praying for National Leaders
Scripture: Proverbs 21:1
Reflection: God has the power to guide the hearts of rulers. Pray today for national leaders, that they may lead with wisdom and justice.
Prayer: Father, direct the hearts of our leaders to act with righteousness, compassion, and discernment for the well-being of the nation.
Action Step: Pray specifically for an issue impacting your country, asking God for His intervention and wisdom for those involved.
Day 35: Praying for Global Unity
Scripture: Revelation 7:9
Reflection: God’s Kingdom is for people of every nation, tribe, and language. Pray for unity among believers worldwide and God’s peace to reign.
Prayer: Lord, unite believers from all nations in love and faith. Let Your Kingdom be revealed on earth as it is in heaven.
Action Step: Research and pray for a specific nation or community where believers face challenges or persecution.

Week 6: Thanksgiving, Praise, and Trust in God’s Promises
Day 36: Thanksgiving for God’s Faithfulness
Scripture: Psalm 100:4
Reflection: As we near the end of this journey, take time to thank God for His faithfulness throughout. Reflect on how He has been with you and praise Him.
Prayer: Thank You, Lord, for Your constant faithfulness. We praise You for walking with us and for the revival You are bringing.
Action Step: Write down three specific things you’re thankful for, and offer a prayer of gratitude.
Day 37: Celebrating God’s Promises
Scripture: 2 Corinthians 1:20
Reflection: God’s promises are trustworthy and true. Celebrate the promises He has fulfilled and continue to hold onto His Word.
Prayer: Lord, we thank You for Your promises. We trust that You are faithful to fulfill them in Your perfect way and time.
Action Step: Reflect on a promise from God that you are holding onto and pray over it today.
Day 38: Confidence in God’s Power
Scripture: Ephesians 3:20
Reflection: God can do far more than we can imagine. Stand confidently in His power and trust that He is working in unseen ways.
Prayer: Father, we place our confidence in Your power. Let us walk in boldness and faith, knowing that you are with us.
Action Step: Write down a prayer of faith, declaring your trust in God’s power to bring revival.
Day 39: Trusting in God’s Sovereignty
Scripture: Romans 8:28
Reflection: Revival is ultimately in God’s hands. As we conclude this journey, reaffirm your trust in His sovereign plan.
Prayer: Lord, we trust that You are in control and work all things for good. We surrender our desires and plans to Your perfect will.
Action Step: Spend a few moments in silent prayer, resting in God’s sovereignty and releasing any lingering anxieties.
Day 40: Praise and Worship for Revival
Scripture: Revelation 7:9-10
Reflection: Today, join the heavenly worship described in Revelation. Praise God for who He is, for His power, and for the revival He is bringing. Let your heart overflow with worship.
Prayer: We praise You, Lord, for You are holy, mighty, and faithful. Thank You for this journey and for the revival You are stirring. May Your name be glorified.
Action Step: Spend time in heartfelt worship, either through song, dance, or prayer. Declare God’s goodness and glory over your life and community.

2. Habakkuk 3:2

God promises to revive those who come to Him with humble and repentant hearts, showing His closeness to the brokenhearted.
