She is a spiritual leader, teacher and evangelist.

The Bishop’s role includes supporting people, refreshing existing ministry and growing new
ministry, engaging in community life and public issues and managing church resources and
structures.

The Bishop of Lancaster has a house in Shireshead, near Forton.
